What is IRMAA?
The Income-Related Monthly Adjustment Amount (IRMAA) is an amount Social Security 
determines you may need to pay in addition to your monthly plan premium if your 
modified adjusted gross income on your IRS tax return from two years ago is above a 
certain limit. This extra amount is paid directly to Social Security, not to your plan. Social 
Security will contact you if you have to pay IRMAA.

Call Social Security to see if you qualify for Extra Help
If you have a limited income, you may be able to get Extra Help to pay for your 
prescription drug costs. If you qualify, Extra Help could pay up to 75% or more of your 
drug costs. Many people qualify and don’t know it. There’s no penalty for applying, and 
you can re-apply every year.

What is a Medicare Part D Late Enrollment Penalty (LEP)?
If, at any time after you first become eligible for Medicare Part D, there’s a period of 
at least 63 days in a row when you don’t have Medicare Part D or other creditable 
prescription drug coverage, a penalty may apply. Creditable coverage is prescription 
drug coverage that is at least as good as or better than what Medicare requires. The 
late enrollment penalty is an amount added to your monthly Medicare premium and 
billed to you separately by UnitedHealthcare.
