Provides assessment reports for the CE & SLA programs.
Provides information regarding Community Education program offerings, schedules, and procedures to
current and future clients.
m Initiate, process and track CE forms such as purchase orders, personnel requisitions, travel
authorization forms, supply requisitions, printing requests, and travel expense
reimbursements.

Maintain inventory of equipment, material, and supplies; provide support for purchases for the programs.

Assists with the delivery of Workkeys assessments to CWD clients and high schools.

Update and create content for CE webpages.

Develop and maintain best practices for CE and SLA programming
